Honda revamps their entire cruiser line up for 2010 with all new offerings in the 1300cc
and 750cc categories. The VT1300 Series: Sabre, Interstate and Stateline join the
previously launched Fury.

A completely new line of 1300cc cruisers replace the tried and true VTX1300 line
originally introduced in 2006. More than just styling variations, each represents a
functionally distinct model that not only looks and feels different but provides an entirely
different riding experience to appeal to the needs and tastes of different riders.

All three versions share DNA with the 2010 Fury released in early 2009 and as such
feature certain elements that will seem familiar. ABS is offered on the Stateline and
Sabre and an ABS version of the Fury has now been added to round out the line-up, all
models feature Electronic Fuel Injection. Honda has once again proven itself as the
industry leader; these bikes are truly magnificent

VT1300CX/VT1300CXA — Fury / Fury ABS

The Fury once again hits the floors of Honda Powerhouse dealerships once again. The
Fury will be available with and without ABS for the coming year. The long wheelbase
and high-mount steering head with complements the 32%aked-out front end in true
chopper style. The factory custom features five-position spring preload and rebound
adjustment on its single-shock rear suspension while the extended 45 mm front fork
provides 102 mm of travel. With a wheelbase of 181 cm rolling on a 90/90-21 front tire
and a 200/50-18, this factory chopper is sure to turn heads.

The three new additions to the VT1300 line up are:

VT1300CRA Stateline ABS:

The Stateline stands alone; with the deep throaty rumble of a big V-twin, traditional
style full fenders, wide retro-styled pullback handlebar and speedometer positioned in a
tank-mounted chrome housing, the Stateline harkens back to another time with modern
technology. The Stateline comes standard with ABS and a 140/80-17 out front and the
rear sporting a 170/80-15 tire. With a wheelbase of 181 cm and a rake of 33 this is one
cruiser that will get lots of eye contact.



VT1300CT Interstate

The Interstate features a full size windscreen, floorboards and exclusive leather-
wrapped hard saddlebags, seamlessly integrated with unique hidden latch system to
accentuate the uncluttered look for those who wish to put on some miles for a weekend
or longer. The 1300 V-Twin provides strong low-end and mid-range torque while
exhaust exits out its unique dual exhaust.

The curved frame downtube, a wheelbase of 178 cm and wide retro-styled pullback
handlebar creates unique custom look you can be proud of.

VT1300CT Sabre

The Sabre has low, narrow handlebars that are set forward for an aggressive riding
position, and a raked-out front end gives this bike some serious pro-street styling.
Minimalist is the name of the game as the front and rear fenders are trimmed back, as is
the sleek one-piece seat. The front 90/90-21 tire cuts the air as the rear 170/80-15 hugs
the road.
